Port Blair, May 03 : Reg-
ular Shipping schedule to 
Nicobar Group of Islands 
has become a thing of 
the past. Before the pan-
demic, at least one qual-
ity Ship used to sail to 
southern group of islands 
regularly. Now there is no 
proper schedule. Once in 
a blue moon a ship sud-
denly sails to these remote 
islands without proper 
notice. Quality Vessels 
like M. V. Kalighat, M. V. 
Campbell Bay, Nalanda, 

Sindhu etc are not sched-
uled regularly to these 
farfetched areas. Mock-
ery is that, big Vessel like 
M. V. Swarajdweep are 
scheduled to mainland 
ports to bring 277 passen-
gers and the worst part is 
that the vessel like Bhar-
atseema are scheduled 
for the southern group 
touching all ports.Long 
distance travelers consid-
er traveling in Bharatsee-
ma as nightmarish. This 
shows the sensitivity of 

the shipping department 
towards residents of the 
southern group of islands 
when the whole country 
is celebrating 75 years of 
Independence.    There is 
heavy demand from res-
idents of Nicobar group 
of islands to announce 
monthly  schedule of 
quality vessels once in a 
week to southern group, 
so that these people can 
plan their journey in ad-
vance.

Chief Secretary should 
think out of the hat to 
make his subordinates 
accountable. It has now 
become pretty clear the 
IAS officers are either un-
aware of  ground realities 
faced by common people 
or are presented with a 

glossy picture by their 
subordinates. In order to 
burst this myth, each one 
of the IAS officers should 
be asked to face the Press 
once in a week. This will 
bring administration 
closer to the public. An 
earnest effort from the 

Chief Secretary to bring 
in Good Governance to 
the doorstep of the com-
mon man will have a long 
lasting impact.

There is grim chance of respite from all these problems faced by city residents in the near future as the political 
parties are keeping a steady silence on all these issues.

	 In 2017, local residents were forced to hit the streets protesting against power outage. There was a 
huge protest against the then Lt. Governor, which soon turned unruly. Many National newspapers carried 
this news resulting in shattering of the image of ‘good governance’ by Andaman Nicobar Administration. This 
ultimately resulted in shunting of the then Lt. governor from these Islands even though problem persisted.
	 The situation now is worse than those days when people took to the streets. Speaking to this weekly 
one old inhabitant of Buniyadabad said, ‘All the political parties are equally responsible for this mess. When 
administration is behaving deaf and dumb towards the problems faced by local populace, it is the responsi-
bility of political parties to bring it to their notice. Unfortunately every party is happy with photo ops. These 
issues concerning the daily life of local residents are not part of their platter’. 
Another person from the same area is of the opinion that local MP is to be blamed for all the mess as he being 
public representative should have taken up this issue at national level to resolve this problem, but his response 
is restricted to press releases.  
	 The way, pressing issues concerning poor inhabitants of these Islands are managed by the adminis-
tration, there is little hope of solution to these issue in the coming days. The party which had promised good 
governance has become immune to the problems of the public. On the other hand, Congress party is busy with 
infighting.  
  Parliamentary election is not far away. Speaking to many local inhabitants it is felt that they are left with little 
hope from public representatives. It is now sure that the fate of political leaders will be decided in the coming 
Parliamentary election in 2024. 
On the other hand administration is pushing the public to the brink. Now they are expecting that someone will 
knock the door of the Judiciary for permanent redressal of these problems.
